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God Blesses Us through Those in Authority
Law and Gospel in the Ten Commandment3art 4

This month we take a look at what God commands and forbids in the Fourth Commandment in regard to his gift of au-
thority, how Jesus has kept this commandment in our place, and how God promises blessings to those who keep it.

The Fourth Commandment: Honor your father and mother, that it may go well with you and that you may enjoy long
life on the earth. What does this mean? We should fear and love God that we do not dishonor or anger our parents
and others in authority, but honor, serve, and obey them, and give them love and respect.

As Martin Luther noted, when we think of the Fourth Commandment, we include all those in authority over us — not

justparents—because God's Word instructs us to honor these
gladly obey the law; make the work of those who govern easy, not hard; pay taxes; give honor. Honor those who teach
God’' s Wor d: l'isten to God’s Word and keep it; foll ow

them; respect and honor them; care for them also in old age.

But then come the temptations, and the sins that follow. Lord, lead us to repentance, for when we examine our lives,
we discover that the following things are true:

I We obey the government, but not gladly; or we obey only when we might otherwise get caught. We pay our taxes,

but grudgingly; we are tempted to cl ausstadf@ dnlinepur-o n s
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f We |listen to those who teach God’'s Word, but have ¢

people (outwardly or in the thoughts of our minds) than to ourselves in our own lives.

I We love our parents for all the good things they provide us, but we burden them with our slow obedience to them;
we think once we are adults that their authority to instruct us —or our responsibility to honor them —has come
to an end.

We have failed to keep this commandment. But where we failed, Jesus has succeeded. He honored God and Caesar

when questioned whether it was right for Israel to pay taxes to the Romans. He spend time in the temple as a twelve-

year-old boy, honoring his Father in heaven and his Word —and then went home and was obedient to his earthly par-

ent s. He prayed for his Father’'s will to be done, ev
for us, and he paid for our sins against it when he gave his own life in place of ours on the cross.

Take comfort that you are forgiven for your sins against those in authority, and receive the promise that our God at-
taches to this commandment alone: do these things *“t
the earth.” After all, God has given authority not t
whether in government, the church, orthehome—God’' s peopl e are blessed throug
those God has placed in authority for you, and gladly receive his blessings through them.
